This will allow us to do three things:  Keep the 
prices for lodging at very affordable levels, make sure whether your group totals 4 or 40 you get the 
whole lodge to yourself and finally reinvest all of our profits to keep improving the facility.  We still 
need to build a back porch, a storage shed, a fire pit, a sporting clay range plus make additional  
repairs to Big Jim’s Lodge.
